An underground bud or stem of a plant 

that stores food for the plant during the 

winter. It helps the plant to stay alive 

when it can’t grow. Daffodils and Tulips 

Germination

soaks up water and swells. The tiny 

plant then bursts out of its shell and 

Healthy  Being well and fit.
