Derby changed a great deal in the Victorian times. Gaol
Derby train station opened in 1839, seaside holidays became a
possibility for people in the Midlands.

The Friar Gate Gaol was site of many hangings, and the small
attraction today displays reproduction newspaper accounts of the
executions on the walls, a replica of a gallows which stood in front
of the building can be located in the small garden of the gaol.
